I. Order
The meeting was called to order by Bill Little, Chairman. Introductions were made by all in attendance. The minutes from January 27th, 2010 were reviewed for Consent Agenda, and a motion was made by Dr. Hartner, and seconded by R. Bobo. 

*P. Brown of HPC was requested to send the RHAC Members the minutes from the Planning Committee meeting.

II. RHAC Planning Subcommittee

G. Counts reported DOH was using DIS for linkage. It was found that 1 agency used case managers instead of DIS. Diana King is the rep for Area 8 for DIS. The DIS can assist with a follow up after 3 or 4 attempts of refusal to have access to care. Joan Surso reported that The Dillard Peer Project training has begun in Sarasota. G. Counts also stated that The Peer Center out of Boston will hopefully attend RHAC in July. The resource guide is being developed by the case manager committee.  The Source of Light and Hope guide is useful information which may add content to the RW Resource Guide.  Dr. Hartner stated that the Billboards advertising ADAP Program for medical care which was implemented in Tallahassee.  R. Bobo also stated that there is a bus wrap around advertisement.  It was suggested that RHAC send a letter to T. Liberti in regards to notification if campaigns are going to done within Area 8. 
P. Bright stated that female condoms will no longer be given out. They are now considered an incentive which was a decision made by the fiscal department. G. Counts will get a contact name and number. 
C. Kirby will submit a request for a formal answer in regards to the female condoms. 
S. Murphy stated that providers have input on ADAP situation prior to final decision is made to what will continue to be ADAP formulary and what will not. 
S. Craig stated that Aug 1st for Collier County that any ADAP medications ordered need to be sent back (wrap around medications). R. Bobo stated that a conference call is scheduled on May 19th @ 1:30 p.m. S. Craig, and S. Murphy stated that many clients cannot use the Patient Assistance Programs due to not having a status. The Clinical committee will also start reviewing measures now to prepare for the ADAP change.  B. Little formed a committee to prepare for ADAP changes. (G. Counts, S. Craig and Pharmacist, R. Bobo, HPC, Dr. Hartner, B. Little/ M. D’Amico) 

III. Comprehensive Plan Needs Assessment  
P. Brown reported that September 30th is the deadline for the Comprehensive plan. Some agencies are about to close their survey monkey. 11 surveys have been submitted from Collier, and 2 from Lee yesterday. P. Brown has created flyers, business cards. The survey is an anonymous survey which only requests the person year of birth, race, and ethnicity. There is also the ability to do multiple surveys from (1) computer although online is quicker for submission. It skips to the following answers, and on the computer survey you must click “DONE” at the end. There are 59 questions total dependant on how the answers are given. The purpose of the survey is to find out if the clients have needs and access to needs. At this time the committee is meeting monthly for now maybe later on the meetings will be separate days but longer. S. McIntosh will take J. Trout’s place as chair of the PCPG. This was motioned by R. Bobo and seconded by J. Trout. The AIDS Institute does reimburse the alternate for travel for Non-DOH Employee (if so approved) 
*recommend alternate to the meeting as well for attendance. G. Counts recommended that there be an alternate for PCPG committee. R. Bobo was recommended, motioned by J. McCloud, and seconded by Dr. Hartner. 

IV. Area 8 Perinatal Plan
Dr. Hartner reported that there are 2 models which deliver services: Case manager assists with service while the baby is in utero, and the mother is case managed by HIV physician, and OB physician.  Can babies be followed a year and a half if exposed, and can Mary take on capacity of other areas? J. McCloud asked can we find out what other funding sources to assist with perinatal services? There is use of the Mama Bear Protocol in Florida, which means that the mother must be followed. The solution is to standardize across the Area. The Healthy start program assists from post birth with the mom up the age of 3 with the baby. 
Is there an impact of babies being born HIV+? Are mom’s comfortable going to healthy start? How can we get the doctors on board with linkage? Apply for capacity grant, and move to implementation grant? R. Bobo stated that there may be a possibility of Part D application.

V. HOPWA Support Services Recommendations
K. Hustad reported that July 1st 2010 HOPWA swill began for HOPWA support (not medical items). The support services were not selected in order of priority. 
Hendry County requested adding Legal services to the HOPWA support services list. The committee will meet next Monday but in the meantime review the regional which may be able to expand the model.  Lee Human Services contracts with Lee (The Workforce Development) for doing referrals to employees.
P. Bright stated that Mental Health/Substance Abuse treatment is used as leverage for HOPWA. But the group felt that this didn’t address the target population needs. Legally services can be withheld, this is a process of trying to have the clients become self sufficient. Job training, gas cards? The recommendation was made that no dollar amount be set until we know what is unspent motioned by R. Bobo, and seconded by Dr. Hartner.  Can data tell how many clients are able to move toward self sufficiency? HOPWA service requests have gone down, due to leverage funding. Also is there a stipulation on Legal services, what is the policy and procedure? 

VI. Public Comment
 The prevention committee had met last Friday in regards to Travel restrictions. 

Ora-quick Collier (Collier CHD) and Sarasota (CCC). For North Fort Myers outreach which is client related within a 50 mile radius, and 50 miles out you submit paperwork. How can we get these services done?

Support Administrators in efforts of working with Tallahassee. Sarasota has mobile unit (MMU) can they come down to assist Fort Myers?

The Comprehensive Plan Needs Assessment was denied for the $20,000.00
