I. Order
The meeting was called to order by Pat Dobbins.  Introductions were made by all in attendance. The Minutes from September 15th, 2010 were reviewed. A correction of attendance for P. Dobbins addressed by R. Bobo as she was not at the previous RHAC meeting on September 15th, 2010. The minutes and consent agenda were approved; pull minutes of the clinical committee motioned by M. Burns, and R. Bobo.
II. Clinical Committee

S. Murphy reported that with the change of healthcare reform, websites of updates would be forwarded to S. Barrows of HPC. CBO’s have a difficult time accessing vaccines for clients. Sarasota incorporated a flu shot in Primary care visits. The Health Departments cannot sell vaccinations to anyone. The client cannot be dually enrolled to get the vaccinations the cost of the vaccination is $12-15 per dose for CBO, although some clients are able to access vaccinations through Walgreens, or CVS due to other funding sources. Clients who cannot afford this cost should be allowed to access vaccinations. Medicare clients will be covered under the Health Dept as a subsidy. Vaccinations are donated by The Flu and Phenomena Coalition which distributes vaccinations until it is administered. It was recommended that Sarasota CHD, Comprehensive Care Clinic, The Flu and Phenomena Coalition, and B. Little form a solution to address the issue on an administrative level. Motioned by P. Dobbins, and seconded by M. Burns. R. Bobo nominated Maribel Gonzales to Chair the Clinical Committee. Motioned by M. Burns, and seconded by R. Bobo. 
S. Barrows requested that a formal nomination be submitted by email. 

III. Prevention Committee Update
C. Kirby stated the plan has an October 31st deadline. The 1st draft should be ready prior to Thanksgiving. C. Kirby will send out an email for an edit, but the plan should be completed by Christmas.  Early Intervention had a meeting and reported that deaths due to AIDS, and positives have declined. The decline is due to Testing, Education, and Prevention. Most of this data will be placed in the report but the index is going to contain the information. J. Acevedo reported that Area 8 is working on a collective plan vs. an Area 8 plan due to competitiveness in which Area 8 would be competing with Miami-Dade. 
Closing the GAP- $1.9 million has been placed in prevention contracts. T. Liberti has the task of deciding on re-funding closing the GAP or placing funding back into patient care due to the ADAP issue. 

ADAP calculations say that $1.9 million will cover ADAP with 1 week of medications. Although no decision has been made we are still awaiting to see what will happen, as this may impact Area 8. It was recommended that J. Acevedo, C. Kirby, R. Bobo, and P. Brown have a conference call and then send a Draft to P. Brown to place on RHAC letterhead for B. Little to sign in regard to Prevention /Intervention Crisis as the ADAP situation will impact Area 8 along with the state. J. Acevedo also confirmed that everyone will need to input into PEMS as of January 1st 2011. Due to DOH issues the start off date may or may not be January 1st, 2011. With entering into PEMS does the deliverable change? For contracted providers extra money will be available for data entry. DOH doesn’t have deliverables. J. Acevedo discussed how 3 people enter contract data (volume of information) individually takes 21 weeks. P. Dobbins recommended an Ad Hock Group, and R. Bobo recommended to relook at March. On October 12th each county received $1,000.00 for faith based/ or promotional incentives. The funds were released to each county except for Hendry/Glades. This funding must be spent by December 31st. P. Dobbins clarified that Hendry/ Glades is two separate counties which this should be corrected. R. Bobo requested that PPG and PCPG be included into the RHAC Agenda. It was asked that since there is a quarterly meeting just place Prevention Update and Patient Care Update as a standard on the Agenda. 

IV. Ryan White Part B Budget 2011-2012
G. Counts reported that RHAC sent a letter to T. Liberti in response to the 3% request to reduce Area 8’s funding for the next fiscal year. S. Murphy, J. Flores, S. McIntosh, L. Archipov, P. Brown, S. Barrows each assisted in submitting the letter. T. Liberti responded to the letter that no cuts will be made to Area 8; which shows that the model for services works.  

V. Comprehensive Plan-PCPG Update/ Priority Population Ranking Activity
There are upcoming changes in the ADAP requirement which the FPL will change from the current 400% to 300%. Area 8 has reported about 130 people will be impacted. It is possible as early as February 1st clients over 300% FPL will not be eligible for ADAP. Statewide 300-400 clients will be affected. Although with many clients have access to Cobra plans, Premiums, and Co-pays which will not be affected by the changes in the ADAP requirement. S. Stevens sent an email that there will be a review of the administrative rule for patient care. J. Flores will find out and update everyone on the status the change of the FPL. M. Cuffage stated that the Legislative will need to give approval for the rule to change.  P. Brown reported that the Comp Plan is due 2011. There was review of the sections and P. Brown is looking for feedback, and edits which will be forwarded to S. McIntosh’s email AETCSEAN@YOURONESTOP.COM . 
The Goal ad Vision of the Comp Plan remained the same. 

P. Brown reported that there has been minimal attendance in group meetings with the  Comp Plan and the next meeting will meet on January 5th, 2011 for a half day session. The pre-work is completed which was based on the surveys, and data collected in Area 8. The next thing that needs to be is to rank the population which needs to be voted on.  The half day session will be presented at the next RHAC meeting.  There needs to be 1 representative per county. R. Bobo stated that prevention is having the same exercise but it is on hold. The results are available although the needs assessment was very long contact Megan Daily directly or by email for information.
